During the initial assessment, Valentina read and comprehended text at the 3rd-grade
level (3.9), and demonstrated knowledge of academic vocabulary words at the
ath-grade level (4.5). Valentina’s overall reading proficiency, based on comprehension
level, vocabulary level, and reading rate, was at the 4th-grade level (4.0).

Valentina's reading rate was 168 words per minute. This rate is at the 57th percentile
when compared to a national sample of students in the same grade within the
United States. In other words, Valentina can read silently and independently with
good comprehension at a rate that is greater than or equal to that of 50% of
students in the same grade.
